- that is, informal rules of social and moral behaviour. Some are rules we accept if we belong to particular social
institutions, such as religious, educational and cultural groups. And some laws are made by nations and
enforced against all citizens within their power. The rules of social institutions are more formal than customs.
They carry penalties for those who break them. They are not, however, enforceable by any political authority.
